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Community Edition Instructions

These are the installation instructions for those that wish to install the software using the newer
community edition using a zipped installation package.

Using this method is recommended if you are comfortable with installing web-based software using
FTP and running composer install. You can also use git to clone the repo if you are familiar with
that, but we don't have any instructions for that option. Doing so is very similar to the steps below,
but instead of downloading the files and using FTP to upload, you would use git to clone the repo at

Instructions:

Create new MySQL database on your server.1.
Download and un-zip the community edition. The link is2.
https://github.com/geodesicsolutions-community/geocore-community/archive/refs/heads/main.zi
p - this is the very latest code! The file should end in .zip, and the download will be labeled
something similar to:

In the base folder you unziped, run composer install in the command line. For now it3.
requires doing this, we may get a pre-built version that already has the files needed. But until
that is done you must use composer to install the dependencies.
Rename the file config.example.php to config.php - be sure you get example one, not one4.
of the others like default. You'll find it in the src/ folder.
Edit the config.php file you just renamed, and change the database settings. Use the settings5.
for the database you created in step 1.
FTP all the files in the src/ folder to your server where you want them to be installed.6.
Run the web-based installation script located at setup/index.php using your favorite Internet7.
browser. For example, if your site was example.com, you would run
example.com/setup/index.php in your browser. It will guide you through all the steps.
Once you have completed the setup script, follow the link on the last page to the admin panel8.
and log into the admin for the first time. The admin user/pass will be set to the default of
"admin", and "geodesic", respectively.

NOTE:  At  the  admin  page,  if  it  says  that  the  folder  templates_c  needs  to  be
"writable"1) : Change the following directories to be writable by the "apache user"
(When in doubt, CHMOD 777 if it gives an error about templates_c):

Zip Installation Instructions (LEGACY)

These are the installation instructions for those that wish to install the software using the Zipped
installation package.

Using this method is recommended if you are comfortable with installing web-based software using
FTP. For the "rest of us", we recommend using the Wizard to do a lot of the work described here for
you.

You may note that this method has fewer steps in the instructions than using the Executable Wizard.
Don't let this deceive you, as using the Wizard will still be easier for most people. In the instructions
below, we have not gone as "in depth" on certain areas (such as uploading the FTP files) since this
method is more for people who are already familiar with installing web-based software using FTP.

Instructions:

Create new MySQL database on your server. <1.
Download and un-zip the fresh install zip package from the Client area. The file should end in2.
.zip, and the download will be labeled something similar to:

Geodesic_core_full_install_zipped_vX.X.X.zip <

Note: The bold parts of the file names above may be different for you, depending on the software
edition, and the current version that is available. <

Edit the config.php file located wherever you unzipped the software to, and change the1.
database settings. Use the settings for the database you created in step 1. <
FTP all the files to your server where you want them to be installed.2.

Run the web-based installation script located at setup/index.php using your favorite Internet1.
browser. For example, if your site was example.com, you would run
example.com/setup/index.php in your browser. It will guide you through all the steps. <
Once you have completed the setup script, follow the link on the last page to the admin panel2.
and log into the admin for the first time. The admin user/pass will be set to the default of
"admin", and "geodesic", respectively. <tip c n>

Most hosts use something called "suexec" so that the scripts running on your site can "write files"
without any special permissions. But a few hosts do not do this, or it may not be like that for a
dedicated host, for such sites, you need to change the permissions on certain folders so that the
script can edit and write files in those folders. This is needed for the software to work, but you should
only do it if you get the error.
